Incident: Aggravated Discharge of a Firearm 

 

MESSAGE
On June 25, 2009 at approximately 11:01 p.m., a stolen gold colored Oldsmobile was traveling 
south on South Main Street occupied by four males.  One of the stolen car’s occupants fired a 
gunshot at a passing motorist near South Main and Harrison Avenue.  No one was struck by 
the gunshot and the victim motorist was able to flag down a Rockford Police Officer who was in 
the area of the shooting.  The Officer, after observing the auto in the immediate area, 
attempted to stop the suspects. During this pursuit, the Officer observed a passenger side 
occupant armed with a handgun pointed out the car window. The short pursuit ended at the 
dead end of 1300 Wisconsin Avenue where all four male suspects fled on foot.  The officer 
gave chase and while chasing the suspects on foot, one of the suspects fired a gunshot at the 
Officer.  The Officer was not struck by the gunshot and numerous Officers from the Rockford 
Police Department began a search of the area and located two males hiding in a wooded tree 
line.  The two males were taken into custody and a handgun was recovered.  
 
 The case facts were reviewed with the Winnebago County States Attorney’s Office and the 
following charges were authorized against:

 AGGRAVATED POSSESSION OF A STOLEN MOTOR VEHICLE
